▪ �Patient visits clinic at least once every 4 
months or per waiver requirements to
review:

▪ �Labs
▪ �UTS
▪ �Prescription dose

▪ �Treatment plan
▪ �Acute issues

MAINTENANCE  
(NURSE MANAGER)

▪ �Follow up as needed (weekly, monthly,
randomly)

▪ �Assess medical changes, surgery plans,
pain, HCV infection status, pregnancy,
medication changes

▪ �Review mental health plan

PROVIDER NURSE

MAINTENANCE  
(PROGRAM COORDINATOR)

▪ �Verify counseling attendance
▪ �Update contact and pharmacy information
▪ �Assist with team meetings, patient

interventions, insurance information,
tracking new treatment plans
